USE OF THE GO-NO-GO BUESHING GAUGES

1. DO NOT use any tools on the gauges, such as pliers or
hammers. Use your hands only. The gauges are precision
instruments, please treat them as =such.

2. DO NOT force the end of the gauge into the bushing.

3. It is not necessary to remove the bushing to make the
measurement

4. To quickly find the correct gauge, use the coded EﬁtlEEEd
copy of Piper SL 7BZB as follows:

8. Locate the bushing you want to measure under the
"Index MNo." column on page 4 or 8 of the SL.

b. On the right side of the page, under the "Limits
Max" column, find the corresponding NUMEBER (1-8)
of the applicable gauge.

c. Example: On page 8, bushing #2 requires use of
galge #1.

5. ESelect the proper gauge from the group - all gauges have
sizes marked on them. The small end should go EASILY into
the bushing, if it does not, the bushing must be reamed so
that the SMALL end will fit. MNEVER force the gauge into a
bushing.

&. Turn the gauge around and try putting the larger end into

the bushing, it should not go_in. If it does, the bushing
is excessively worn and MUST be replaced.

7. When finished using a gauge, clean and lightly oil, then
put the gauge barck in the correctly numbered slot. Use
only one gauge at a time to aveid mixing them up.

8. WARNING: Ee =sure to chesck the Stud, Item #4, page 5 of 8,
for shoulder cracks. Use a dye penetrant or magnaflux.
Several cracked Studs have been found, and there has been
one failure that I know of to date.
